To clean, derust and delime painted 
surfaces, small parts and metals including stainless 
steel and aluminum, dilute 1 to 4 ounces per gallon.  
Soak or brush on, and rinse thoroughly when deposits 
are removed. As a glass rinse for removal of water 
spots, use 1 to 2 ounces in 4 gallons of rinse water.
