4.1. Description of first aid measures

4.3. Indication of any immediate medical attention and special treatment needed
Symptoms may be delayed. Keep watching the victim. This material contains methanol, which, when ingested, has cards acidosis, ocular toxicity ranging
from diminished visual capacity to complete blindness, and death.

SECTION 5: Firefighting measures

5.1. Extinguishing media

Suitable extinguishing media : Dry chemical powder. Carbon dioxide. Alcohol-resistant foam. Water spray.

5.2. Special hazards arising from the substance or mixture

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5.3. Adyvice for firefighters

enter environment. Move containers away from the fire area if this can be done without risk.
