Hold container upright abut 4 to 6 inches from skin or 
clothing. Do not use as a face spray. Do not spray in 
enclosed areas. Avoid breathing a spray product and 
do not use it near food. Spray and spread evenly with 
your hand to moisten all exposed skin. Use just enough 
repellent to cover exposed skin and/or clothing. Do not 
over apply this product. heavy application and satura-
tion is unnecessary for effectiveness. If biting insects do 
not respond to a thin film or repellent, apply a bit more. 
Do not apply near eyes and mouth, and apply sparingly 
around ears.
